7. Partnership/Coalition Development:

a. Ask Regional Response Partners from the HSWG to participate in the exercise and give feedback/in-put of what they need to add to the exercise in order to meet their grant requirements.

a. Possibly set-up an ACS off site

9. Mobile Medical Asset:
a. Set-up the MMA – demonstrate the use of supplies and equipment

10. PPE:
a. Demonstrate the use of PPE

11. Decontamination Equipment:
a. Demonstrate the use of Decontamination Equipment

12. Medical Reserve Corps:
a. Use the Medical Reserve Corps in conjunction with ESAR-VIP piece
